GUIDELINES FOR REPAIR AND WARRANTY RE-EXPORTS

When sending an item out of the U.S. to a foreign country for repairs or alterations, register the item with U.S. Customs before shipping to avoid paying U.S. import duties upon its return.  Use U.S. Customs Form CF 4455, "Certificate of Registration, " to demonstrate your prior ownership of the merchandise (call toll free 1-877-287-8667 to locate the Customs office nearest you.)  Enclose the original CF 4455 (keep a copy) with the item you are sending abroad.  Be sure to instruct your foreign supplier to return the form with the repaired item and to mark on the outside of the return package: "Repaired/Altered Merchandise B CF 4455 enclosed."
