SCHEDULE B NUMBERS (HARMONIZED CODES)

The Harmonized System Classification (also known as "Schedule B" in the U.S.) is an international standardized numerical method of classifying traded products. Every exported item is assigned a unique 10-digit Schedule B code.

Customs officials worldwide use the Schedule B to determine the duties, taxes, and regulations that apply to the product. Schedule B’s are also used in reporting export shipments from the U.S. and in compiling official U.S. export statistics.
